Student Residence:

	100 students have moved out thus far. There are 380 left. There was a goodbye/welcome barbecue. And the gym is being torn out and a cafeteria is being put in, which is very exciting. The new summer students will be arriving and there is training in May at residence. The conference season starts as well. 

New Business:
	Pool tables
	We are looking into getting new pool tables because the ones we have now are broken. The tables Paul are looking at are 3 ½ by 7 feet and electronic. The cost is $4300 for virtually new tables. We can return two of our tables and get $500 for each of them making it roughly $3400. All together including tax the rough estimation is about $5800. A 25% deposit is needed to be made as soon as possible so they are not sold to someone else. Everything is included; shipping, balls, cues. Because these tables are electronic we can have restrictions on when students will be able to use them, as well we will not have to go into them to get the balls causing less damage. We can charge per half an hour to an hour instead. And we can keep the cues and balls behind the bar so there is less risk of stealing and damage. Paul will discuss the matter further next week; he will have pictures and another quote.
